Collection Development Statement

Charles C. Myers Library

University of Dubuque

1. The Charles C. Myers Library collection consists of books, periodicals, databases, Open Access resources, multimedia, non-print, and other material in print, electronic, and other various formats. The library archives consists of materials and special collections in support of the University.

2. The primary purpose of the collection is to provide students with the high-quality resources they need to succeed academically and that help shape their future as lifelong learners. In addition, the library collects a limited amount of leisure material as funds permit.

3. Suggestions for the collection come from librarians, teaching faculty, staff, and students as well as other interested constituents.
4. The library has a PDA (Public Driven Acquisition) policy known as “Buy Not Borrow,” in which Interlibrary Loan requests that meet certain internal criteria are purchased in lieu of borrowing. 

5. The librarians have final approval over all selections.
6. Priority will be given to material that teaching faculty plan to integrate into the curriculum.
7. In order to facilitate increased access to academic books, electronic formats will take precedence over print formats.
8. Library staff will select, maintain, and support access to content on subjects by diverse authors and creators that meets—as closely as possible—the needs, interests, and abilities of all the people the library serves.

9. The library follows the American Library Association Library Bill of Rights and the American Library Code of Ethics.
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
